VETCAT ENHANCED 2D & 3D IMAGING

Murphy, a four-year-old male Cockapoo, previously had a stick

surgically removed from his mouth. During an examination for sneezing,
fluid escaped from his naris. VetCAT imaging identified a pocket distal to
tooth 104 and serious bone loss that were not evident on the 2D X-rays.

A 9mm pocket distal to 104, with 3mm of
gingival recession, the extent of the pocket and
bone loss were difficult to diagnose clinically.

The 2D X-rays of tooth 104
underestimated the severity of
the pathology that existed.
